At a later stage, it will be 

converted into Portable Document Format (PDF). An abstract not exceeding 300 

words should appear on the top of the first page, after the title of the paper in a section 

titled "ABSTRACT" (without section number), after the names of the authors, email 

address of the authors and the organization of the authors. An abstract not exceeding 

300 words should appear on the top of the first page, after the title of the paper in a 

section titled "ABSTRACT" (without section number), after the names of the authors, 

email address of the authors and the organization of the authors.  
 

Keywords: 3 to 5 keywords should be described here with Italic Format. 

 

1  INTRODUCTION 

It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. 

Careful checking for spelling and grammatical errors should be performed. The number of 

pages of the paper should be from 5 to 8. Papers should clearly describe the background of 

the subject, the authors work, including the methods used, results and concluding discussion 

on the importance of the work. Technical terms should be explained unless they may be 

considered to be known to the conference community. 

 

2  PAPER FORMAT 

The uniform appearance will assist the reader to read paper of the proceedings. It is 

therefore suggested to authors to use the example of this file to construct their papers. This 

particular example uses an American letter format with 1.5 inches margins left, 0.5 inches 

right, 1 inch top and 0.5 inches bottom Position and style of headings and subheadings should 

follow this example. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs. 

2.1  Fonts 

Papers should use Times New Roman font with font size 12. The styles available are 

bold, italic and underlined. It is recommended that text in figures should not smaller than 10-

point Times New Roman font size. 

 

2.2  Tables and Figures 

Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table 

without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be 

presented. The following is an example for Table 1.

Tables and figures should be placed close after their first reference in the text. All 

figures and tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Table headings should be 

centred above the tables. Figure captions should be centred below the figures as shown in 

Figure 1.

2.4 Equations 

Each equation should be presented on a separate line. Equations should be clear and 

expressions used should be explained in the text. The equations should be numbered 

consecutively at the outer right margin, as shown in Equation (1) and (2) below.
